> Genesis 6:1 —4

> "Sons of God” looked upon the “"daughters of men™

> Gibborim = powerful men with skills and knowledge

» God’s solution to the problem of the Nephilim was
to destroy all air-breathing creatures with a Flood

» 4t century A.D., Church doctrine created that said “sons of God”
were sons of Seth who married women not of Seth’s line

~ This wrong doctrine was meant to make this story blend
with other Church doctrines so they would be consistent

> Biblical “context” includes the unspokn beliefs
that the writers of the Bible held

» Men given divine inspiration wrote down Heavenly
truths in their own words for the most part

> Their thoughts were formed within the
understanding of their Hebrew culture

» The Watchers & Nephilim were common knowledge



» Book of 1Enoch the first to
speak of The Watchers

» Apocrypha in the 1611 KJV,
but removed in 1885

» Some thought Apocrypha
was inspired, others not THE

1ENOCH CHAPTER 6

1 And it came to pass when the sons of men had multiplied that in those
days were born unto 2 them beautiful and comely daughters. And the
Watchers, the sons of the heaven, saw and lusted after them, and said to
one another: ‘Come, let us choose us wives from among the children of
men 3 and beget us children.’ And Shemihazah, who was their leader, said
unto them: 'l fear ye will not 4 indeed agree to do this deed, and | alone
shall have to pay the penalty of a great sin." And they all answered him
and said: ‘Let us all swear an oath, and all bind ourselves by mutual
imprecations 5 not to abandon this plan but to do this thing.' Then swore
they all together and bound themselves 6 by mutual imprecations upon it.
And they were in all two hundred; who descended in the days of Jared on
the summit of Mount Hermon, and they called it Mount Hermon, because
they had sworn 7 and bound themselves by mutual imprecations upon it.

all 2 coloring tinctures. And the sons of men made for themselves and for
their daughters, and they transgressed and led astray the Holy Ones. And
there was much godlessness upon the earth, and they made their ways
desolate. Shemihazah taught enchantments, and root-cuttings. Hermani
taught sorcery for the loosing of spells and magic and skill. Baraqel
taught the sings of the lightning flashes. Kokabel taught the signs of the
stars. Ziqel taught the signs of the shooting stars. Arteqoph taught the
signs of the earth. Shamsiel taught the signs of the sun. Sahriel taught
the signs of the moon.
