> Samson'’s parents objected to
his desire to marry a Philistine
girl

> Samson’s riddle at his marriage

ceremony set the stage for
another violent incident

> 30 iInnocent Philistine men were
kKilled by Samson so that he
could pay off his wage

> The father of the bride gave her P
to Samson’s best man, because
the marriage ceremony was
never completed




WAS SAMSON MARRIED OR NOT?

> Wheat harvest season arrived,
the time of Shavuot

> Samson felt some “ownership”
of the Philistine girl, but her
father felt otherwise

> Young goat was probably NOT
a gift of reconciliation

> Sadika = a marriage of lesser
status, wife lives with parents

> Joz musarrib = visiting
husband

d- Girl's father offers a younger
N daughter in exchange for peace




COLLECTIVE REVENGE

> Samson Iumped aII the Philistines together what one
did represented the whole group

> No evidence Samson was responding to a Divine
Impulse, he was acting on his own evil inclination

> Ties the tales of Shu’al (jackals) together and
attaches a flaming torch

> Bible prescribes that animals
are to be treated with kindness

Samson was cruel to these
Shu’al

Wheat crop and Olive Trees
were burned up

No reference to the Ruach
directing Samson to do this

Yet, the Lord’s purposes of
ending the ungodly peace
between Israel and Philistines
were being achieved!
