THE WHO, WHAT, AND HOW OF
EVANGELISM
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> Some material fashioned for mature Believers, other material
for young Believers, some for Seekers

» The older Believer is usually more mature in their faith than
the youthtul Believer; each has a different focus

> What matters to each of these groups varies with age,
circumstance, and culture

> Yeshua sent out different Disciples to different Jewish groups
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> Authority is granted by another of higher authority
> The 12 Disciples would travel around the Holy Land

> They were to look for someone trustworthy to stay with
before they asked for hospitality

> “Shalom Aleikhim” a Jewish courtesy; a blessing that
could be given, then taken back and removed

Yeshua says those
towns that reject the
message and the
messenger will suffer
on Judgment Day

The consequence will
be like that of Sodom
and Gomorrah

The Jewish people
believed Judgment
Day was very near, but
that it would only fall
upon the gentiles

Yeshua's warning
makes it clear it would
fall also on the Jews
and on the Holy Land
