> A mixed group of Jewish
religious leadership
meets to convict Christ

> Yeshua affirms that
He Is the Messiah and
Son of God

> The Sanhedrin could
pronounce the death
sentence but not carry
it out

> Peter, in an escalating
level of conviction,
denied Jesus 3 times

> Matthew 26:31




THE RIGHTEOUS JUDGE IS JUDGED

> Matthew 27 is a chapter of ironies

> Not a 2nd trial, but rather a 2" meeting
with the full Sanhedrin

> The issue was HOW to get Yeshua executed
at the hands of the Romans, without the Sanhedrin
taking any blame

> Matthew 20:18 — 19 Is Jesus’s prophecy fulfilled



WHO IS
PONTIUS PILATE ?

> A Roman prefect that ruled
over Judea, [dumea, and
Samaria 26 — 36 A.D.

> He hated the Jews and tried
to aggravate them in order
to punish them

> Took money from the
Temple, killed Galileans at
the Altar, erected images

> Ordered the crucifixion of
countless Jews because it
was horrible and humiliating




> Like Peter, Judas
had a bout of guilt
and regret

> Regret is not
repentance

> Matt. 26:24 WOE!

> Yeshua did not damn
the other 11 disciples
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> For the other 11 disciples itis a story of faith lost
and regained, and thus salvation reclaimed

> There are no such things as “Pretenders” in the Bible

> With proper repentance and sincerity, we can be
accepted back into the Kingdom Ezek. 18:21

> Repentance means to turn... to a righteous life as
defined by God, and not by the current world order

For Pilate this Is sedition

> Christ refuses to defend Himself
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> Barabbas a rebel

Jews, any more than Pilate was representative of all gentiles

> Ezek. 18:4, 20
